                    General Information for Installation Practices

 Installation for all Hickenbottom Inlets should be in accordance with specifications for 
corrugated P.E. piping, such as ASTM F-405 and AASHTO highway specifications  M-252.  
These can be found in the Soil Conservation Service Engineering Field Manual for Conservation 
Practices in Book 2 of 2, Section 8-82  and 8-83.  
 When back-filling inlets at shallow depths (less than 24 inches), it is recommended that 
one bed the tee and underground portion of the inlet with 1/2 to 1 1/2 inches of stone 
aggregate (ie: limey chips).  In normal conditions concerning depths less than 24 inches (up 
to 72 inches), the spoil from the trench may be used for bedding if the size of the spoil mate-
rial is less than 2 inches in diameter.
 In conditions of 72 inches or deeper, one should surround the vertical portion of the 
inlet with a circumference of approximately 12 inches of the aforementioned aggregate to 
the surface.  
  To keep the vertical portion of the inlet from tipping over in the back-filling process, fill 
around the inlet in a mounding fashion then taper the slope down and away from the inlet 
to the bottom of the trench.
